	1. Old Business & Approval of Minutes
	Discussion:  The board reviewed the meeting minutes from the last board meeting on September 13, 2009.  Two modifications were requested (1) include summary of results of league vote on various matters that occurred by phone and e-mail vote prior to season start and (2) include election results from July AGM
	Conclusions:  Delay approval of minutes pending modification of minutes as described above. Minutes for 13SEP09 will be submitted for approval at next board meeting on November 8, 2009

	2. Elite Division Substitution Rules at U12 Level
	Discussion: GVSA and WMYSA have different substitution rules at the U12 level for elite play.  Board discussed difference in substitution rules, that how GVSA and WMYSA handle player/coach cards for ejection differ, and how formal the substitution process is administered by the various referees.
	Conclusions: For Spring 2010, WMYSA will adopt restricted substitution rules for U12 elite play, rather than the unlimited substitution rules for small sided games.  Will publish to WMYSA referees.  Action on other differences tabled.

	3.  Team Naming - Plan for Fall 2010
	Discussion: As the league has grown, a small number of clubs have multiple teams at the younger age groups.  This has led to inconsistent naming of teams.  This has caused extra work in the referee assigning software and will be an issue as WMYSA moves to GotSoccer as our registration software.  A proposal was reviewed.
	Conclusions: Starting in Fall 2010, the team names will be limited to the following format:  
[Club] [Year of Age] – [optional: color].  
Example: Portage 98  OR Portage 98 – Green, Kingdom Select 00 – Red, Kingdom Select 00 - Black

	4.  Recent Disciplinary Issues
	Discussion: Reviewed the card report.  Discussed recent disciplinary action for coaches, including plans to conduct in-game observations by WMYSA board members or designees where necessary.  Reviewed plans to conduct phone interviews of center referees for coaches on probation.
	N/A

	5.  Review of Fall Season
	Discussion: Reviewed status of dual roster requests sent to state office.  Noted that GotSoccer program found two players who were rostered on two teams without proper dual roster paperwork.  All fields in WMYSA have certificates of insurance now.  Discussed forfeits to-date.  Discussed plans for Fall 2010 registration include possible changes.
	Conclusions:  Recommended to move date of late registration to August 15 to promote timeliness of registrations to WMYSA.

	6.  Update on Academy Program To-Date
	Discussion:  Fall 2009 Academy wrapped up in River Oaks on October 11.  Five clubs participated in inaugural program: (BC Fire, SWM, Portage, TKO Academy, River Oaks).  About 40 players were registered for fall 2009.  Reviewed what went well and what can be improved for spring session
	Conclusions: Goal of academy to provide low key environment with emphasis on player skill development was met. Would like to expand the number of kids involved, and expand the number of clubs participating.

	7.  GotSoccer Pilot Program Update
	Discussion: Provided real-time demonstration of GotSoccer.  Reviewed potential of program over what is currently used by league, including lessons learned during initial pilot use and import of data.  Reviewed possible plans for long-term roll out by league, including when/how this would be done.  Discussed various other features that GotSoccer has.
	Conclusions: Although WMYSA submitted data to state via GotSoccer, a full understanding of what would be involved with using GotSoccer over current software will really come in spring.  Also dependent on how league will ultimately use.

	8.  Sponsorship of Tournaments by WMYSA for 2010 - Develop Guidance
