	1. Old Business
	Discussion: (1) Reviewed and approved September minutes (unanimous) (2) Reviewed and approved October minutes (unanimous) (3) Passed around “thank you” cards to WMYSA from various sources. (4)  Informed board that November MSYSA Delegate’s meeting scheduled for Nov 5, 2009 was cancelled by MSYSA for reasons unknown.

	2. Guest - Stephanie Keenan from Kingdom Soccer
	Discussion: A number of items were presented for consideration by the board.  (A) Suggested changes to WMYSA
By Laws include: (1) changes to structure in By Laws regarding Non-voting Board Members as described in Art. 3.3.

Requested to either remove TKO Soccer Club Coordinator or extend position to Kingdom and amend By Laws.

(2) Remove TKO Soccer Club Coordinator as the representative of WMYSA to the state premier league program as described in Art. 4.10 By amending By Laws.

(3) Voiced concern that alternate sites for E and D clinics on this side of the state are needed.  Previous coaching licensing clinics have either been at SoccerZone or run by SoccerZone employees without Kingdom staff involved or included.

Kingdom would like coach clinics at KIC with the ability of Kingdom staff to run them.  Kingdom requested that WMYSA camp include Kingdom staff coaches as well as high level camp instructors that Kingdom has on staff during the summer. 

(B) Premier Sponsorship:  Requested the board consider the idea of offering Premier sponsorship to teams until spring season of U14 age group.  Would like WMYSA to consider not sponsoring teams into MSPSP if the team has not reached Premier division.  Suggested those teams return to play WMYSA/GVSA elite instead.  Classic divisions in MSPSP are equivalent to Elite division in WMYSA.  Pointed out WMYSA would gain revenue from these teams.  Teams would have to win their league to ask to be sponsored again into MSPSP.

Kingdom sponsorship request for Spring 2010:  U13 Girls (already sponsored Fall 09), plus a new U18 Boys team.

(C) Tournaments:  (1) Kingdom requested exclusive sponsorship for April Crusader Cup (April 23-25) and Labor Day Kingdom Cup.  Request that WMYSA not sanction “non-members” for tournaments before members.

Kingdom is asking WMYSA to not sanction a SoccerZone tournament, as they are not members of WMYSA and do not participate in the league or pay fees to WMYSA.  If WMYSA does decide to sanction a SoccerZone tournament, just do not allow them to be on the same weekend as the Kingdom Cup.  Requested WMYSA consider amendments to the By Laws to address tournament sanctioning.

Requested that when WMYSA sponsors a tournament, that the league contact surrounding venues and request they not allow any other soccer activities for that weekend.
	Conclusions:  Formal approval/sanctioning by WMYSA tabled pending development of guidelines by WMYSA for tournament sanctioning to address potential issues.  WMYSA has no authority to prohibit other soccer venues from hosting soccer activities at any time.  This is not within WMYSA scope of responsibility nor would it be in the league’s interest.

	3.  Guest - Mike Garrett from SoccerZone
	Discussion:  Tournament would be held on Sep 3-5, 2010.  Last year the tournament had approximately 44 teams at U14 and below.  Mike indicated he has no objections to other tournaments being held on same weekend in local area.
	Conclusions:  Formal approval/sanctioning by WMYSA tabled pending development of guidelines by WMYSA for tournament sanctioning to address potential issues

	4. Portage Soccer Classic Tournament
	Discussion:  Tournament would be held on June 11-13, 2010.  Last year the tournament had approximately 115 teams and continues to be a successful local tournament.  Requested WMYSA sanctioning for 2010.
	Conclusions:  Formal approval/sanctioning by WMYSA tabled pending development of guidelines by WMYSA for tournament sanctioning to address potential issues

	5.  MSYSA Change of Date for Tryouts
	Discussion:  MSYSA has changed the first day of tryouts from June 15 of each year to the second Saturday of each June.

This means that the first day for try-outs will be June 12, 2010.  This coincides with the Portage Soccer Classic.

Discussed possible options for allowing an exclusive period for premier team tryouts, followed by select team tryouts.
	Conclusions:  WMYSA will recommend to all clubs that premier tryouts will be exclusive for June 12 & 13 (Sat/Sun)

Select team tryouts may start on June 14.
Action items:
Scott Winegarden to communicate WMYSA recommendation to all clubs in Jan. 2010.

	6.  Fall Season Report
	Discussion:  Brian Kastman gave summary of fall season.  Discussed projected year-end accounting will match estimated budget.  No outstanding issues from Fall season.
