	Conclusions:  
Open issues concerning Soccerfest to be discussed at January meeting.  It is not unclear whether any one facility can accommodate Soccerfest in its current state due to the number of games required.  River Oaks Soccer Club has confirmed their interest in hosting Soccerfest at River Oaks park.  

Brian will work directly with teams concerning proposed divisions for Spring 2010 and placement of teams in Elite divisions. 

Scheduling notes:  Schedule requests may be made until preliminary schedules are distributed but as many requests as possible are requested to accompany team commitments. Schedule changes may be made during the review period after preliminary schedules are distributed and before schedules are called final but teams must first contact each other to agree on any change.  When schedules are called final, it means referee assigning has begun. Game changes may then only be made through the formal process requiring a request form and fee.


	3.  MSYSA Request for support for Go USA Bid
	At the November 19th West District MSYSA meeting, the request was made to leagues for financial support through MSYSA for the Go USA efforts to secure the US nomination to host the World Cup in 2018 or 2022.

Discussion:  Gil and Scott shared the presentation made at the MSYSA meeting with the Board.

Board members recognized that this request represents an investment in the promotion of soccer and as such is consistent with the WMYSA mission.  It was noted that the USF had received grant funding from the 1994 World Cup Fund.  This was a direct return to the members WMYSA from the previous World Cup hosted in the US.  Although such direct returns from this investment may not come at all and other indirect benefits from the potential nomination may be years off, the Board members agreed that the cause was worthwhile and consistent with the WMYSA mission.

Board members agreed that participation by member clubs in addition to the direct participation by WMYSA would be desired.  A motion was proposed and unanimously approved.
	Conclusions:  
The Board unanimously approved the following

WMYSA will make a direct commitment to MSYSA for the Go USA Bid of $1,000 and will match contributions from clubs, one for one, for an additional contribution of up to $1,500.
Scott will modify the MSYSA presentation slightly and forward it to Club Presidents/Representatives with request for their commitment/response by mid-January in order to provide the MSYSA with the combined support from the region.
