Request to Play in Older Age Bracket

Rule 6 of the MSYSA rules and regulations states that teams may be comprised of players covering two-year age brackets. The team age bracket is to be defined by the age of the oldest player registered on the team. (A three-year age bracket is allowed for U19 teams) A player may be allowed to play up two or more age brackets (i.e. a U14 player on a U16 team) only with the approval of the MSYSA Board of Directors. However, under no circumstances will a U8 or younger player be allowed to play on a U11 team.

To request an exception, please provide the information requested below. Also complete a waiver of liability signed by one or both parents. Attach both forms to the player registration when turned in to the WMYSA Administrator. WMYSA will review such requests during the registration process and decide whether to accept them. MSYSA has indicated that they will approve any requests accepted by WMYSA.
